With the characteristics of compact and
portable, plug and play, 2.4GHz wireless transmission, as well as
compatibility with most smartphones via USB-C plug, it's quite suitable
for live streaming, interview, family lecturing, short video recording,
outdoor shooting, etc.

Instructions for Use

1. Power Switch

1.1 Operating Instructions

Press and hold the power switch button < O > for 3s to turn on
or off the receiver.Take out the device from the charging case, it
will boot up automatically, while put into the charging case, it
will be turned off.

Note: The receiver will be turned off if it stay unpaired with transmitter in 5min after
powered on.

1.2 Indicator Instructions

Indicator Status Meaning
Both indicators flash green every 0.5s Unpaired after
powered on
2. Pairing

2.1 Operating Instructions

Press and hold the pairing/volume + button < € /+ > of
receiver to pairing it with the transmitter. It will exit pairing
status once paired, while exit after 10s if unpaired.

2.2 Indicator Instructions

Indicator Status Meaning

Both indicators flash green rapidly every 0.25s | Pairing status

TX1 indicator is constant on green, TX2 One transmitter

indicator is off and one receiver
are paired

Both indicators are constant on green Two transmitters
and one receiver
are paired

Note: If two transmitters are paired with the receiver but one of which is turned off later,
then its corresponding TX1/TX2 indicator will be off in 30s.

3. Mono/Stereo Switch

3.1 Operating Instructions

The sound track is mono by default, press and hold the
mode/volume - button < M/= > for 5s can switch to stereo
mode.

3.2 Indicator Instructions

Indicator Status Meaning
Both indicators are constant on green Mono mode
Both indicators are constant on blue Stereo mode

4. Output Volume Adjustment

Press and hold the pairing/volume + button < €2 /+ > or
mode/volume - button < M/ = > can adjust the output volume
in 3 levels (high, medium and low). The volume is the medium
level by default after first boot.

5. Digital/Analog Audio Mode Switch

Slide the digital/analog audio mode switch button

< DIGITAL ANALOG > can switch to digital audio mode or analog
audio mode.

Note: Please do not switch during recording to avoid problems with
the recorded audio.

6. Receiver’s Mic

Slide the receiver’s mic switch button < RXMIC > to turn on or
turn off the receiver’s mic, the receiver is workable as a
microphone to record individually when it’s turned on

7. Charging
Connect the receiver to power source via USB-A to USB-C
cable, or put it into the charging case, to get it charged

8. Indicators of Receiver can Show the Battery Levels of the

9. Instructions for Connection

Clip the receiver to Sony camera directly through the hot shoe,

the hot shoe connecting indicator will light up after connection

Push the hot shoe detaching button and pull out the receiver to
detach it from the camera

Note: When the receiver is connected to the camera via hot shoe, the
hot shoe connecting indicator lights up blue, means that they are
successfully connected. When the blue light is not on, it means that
connection fails, please check whether the hot shoe is connected
correctly or whether the camera is compatible. Since certain camera
hot shoes do not support power supply and audio transmission, please
refer to the actual product usage.

If you need to use with smartphones, connect the 3.5mm audio
output port of the receiver to the 3.5mm earphone Jack port of
the smartphone with the 3.5mm TRS-TRRS audio cable
